ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL

Report on the Administrative Council Meeting

of 14th October 2009, in Buenos Aires (Argentina)
The President opened the meeting at 9.00 a.m., on words of thanks to Jorge Nizovoy for hosting this meeting in Buenos Aires and for thinking out a very interesting programme for participants.  He was pleased to welcome members for whom this was the first meeting: Helio Pereira Domenech (Paraguay), Eamonn Duggan (Ireland), José Henrique Machado Fernandes (Brazil), Kresimir Mestrovic (Croatia). The new members briefly introduced themselves and their activity within CIGRE.
André Merlin was pleased to mention the presence of David Croft, past President, at this meeting. He informed members that Joao Batista Da Silva would report on the activities of RIAC and was therefore invited to attend the afternoon session.
The President informed members that 3 former members of the Administrative Council  had passed away since the 2008 meeting:  Lev Mamikoniants (RU), L. Paris (IT) and P. Caseau (FR). A minute’s silence was observed in their memory.

André Merlin then invited Jorge Nizovoy to give a presentation of TRANSENER’s structure and activities (included in Appendix).
Note -   Two members: Chris Jones and Giuglio Santagostino were unable to attend this meeting but have sent in written comments which will be reproduced when expressing a position diverging from the general feeling. These comments will be in italics.
1. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE 2008 MEETINGS

Ref. Docs. AC 08-11 & AC 08-12
No comments. The Minutes were approved.
2. TECHNICAL COMMITTEE REPORT

Ref. Doc.  AC 09-02
The TC Chairman briefly summarized the main points in the document:

· Key actions identified as part of the TC Action Plan
· TC project to focus on the “Network of the Future”; the first step was to identify for each SC the activities and priorities relevant to the subject

· Recruitment of new, young members - an ongoing concern. SCs had been asked to mention some “success stories” 
· Improving image of CIGRE 
· Performance of SCs : still uneven but output satisfactory.   All WGs had approved TORs. Creation and disbanding figures evidenced a dynamic situation. Limiting duration of WGs sometimes proved difficult e.g. B2, but generally this was improving.
A draft text of the TC Strategic Plan had been drawn up, which defined challenges for CIGRE, analysed the factors shaping the future and identified  4 strategic directions for CIGRE: 1. the future electrical power system – a very important part to play for CIGRE considering the need for a good overview -,2. making the best use of the existing system, 3. environment, 4. communication for the outside world.
The President thanked Klaus Fröhlich for a very interesting presentation. The draft Strategic Plan had been circulated to Steering Committee members. 
Comments ensued which focused on:  CIGRE’s approach in handling different voltage levels, publications, and CIGRE’s image.
· Much work done on standardization, but little acknowledgement of this 
· A definite split between medium and high voltage was noted; it was regretted that there was practically no collaboration between CIGRE and CIRED. In this regard TC Chairman was optimistic that medium and high would merge as some SCs – namely C6 – counted many medium voltage people. 
· With regard to smart grids where distribution and transmission voltages were concerned a System approach should be had through the SCs.

· Need to attract young engineers was a concern; in many areas old expertise was fast disappearing and new expertise was wanting.
· What was the target as regarded audience? Need to open to a wider readership.
· Publications to be made more readable so as to reach the public; an enormous challenge for CIGRE.

· CIGRE should produce more material of topical interest and supply information putting forward an objective viewpoint.  Mrs. Li added that this was all the more important as there is a general mistrust of Companies in China; CIGRE’s unbiased information on the subject of EMF overhead lines, for instance, would have great credibility.
The TC Strategic Plan would be circulated to Administrative Council members by the end of November.  Comments from members should be sent directly to Klaus Fröhlich.

3. STUDY COMMITTEE CHAIRMANSHIP RENEWALS IN 2010
Ref. Doc. AC 09-03

Klaus Fröhlich recalled that the Chairmen of 6 Study Committees would be retiring in 2010: A2, B1, B2, C2, D1, D2. He gave the names of the candidates recommended by the Steering Committee, as mentioned in the reference document.

3.1.   Study Committee membership renewals

Jean Kowal informed AC members that the process for the 2010 SC membership renewal had started. As length of membership terms was often queried, he stressed the the rule  which was that total duration of term -Regular and/or Observer status combined – was at the most eight years. This duration was not to be exceeded on any account.

André Merlin recalled the importance of this process and the fact that the role of the National Committees in this regard was instrumental.

4. CIGRE OFFICERS IN 2010

4.1.  TC Chairman

The President pointed out that the TC Chairman had completed a four-year term, and that the rules provided for a possible two-year extension. Steering Committee members were unanimous in supporting a two-year extension for Klaus Fröhlich.  The latter said that new activities had been introduced which he would be pleased to see through. He was happy to continue if he had the support of Admin. Council members.  Patrick Braun, Chairman of the Swiss NC added that the Committee would fully support Klaus Fröhlich in his continuing functions.

Admin. Council members supported extension of Klaus Fröhlich in the functions of TC Chairman for 2 years.
4.2 Secretary General

Jean Kowal said that he wished to leave his post in 2010; he would not be breaking ties as he was planning to write something on CIGRE’s future needs. He said he had enjoyed the work which additionally, had been the opportunity to have contacts with a lot of people.
André Merlin acknowledged Jean Kowal’s great contribution as Secretary General. As regarded the procedure for appointment of a new person, the Position Description had been circulated as well as the different steps of the process.  The call for Candidacies would be sent out to all NCs shortly after the present meeting. The new Secretary General would start in July 2010 and an overlap period with jean Kowal would allow smooth transfer of functions.

There were no comments on the suggested process which was supported.

5. FINANCES

Ref. Doc. AC 09-05a. & AC 09-05b.

5.1.  Statement of Accounts

The Treasurer briefly commented on the accounts and said that having visited the Central Office to check the expenditure accounts and the portfolio  he had found that finances were handled satisfactorily at the Central Office.
In answer to a query on investments, Jean Kowal said that advice from the Admin. Council had been to drop shares and invest in securities; a few shares were maintained awaiting recovery, but the policy adopted was “defensive” according to bank terminology.

The Statement of Accounts, as presented in the Reference Document was approved.

5.2.  Provisional Budget

As regarded the rather low profile  figures suggested for the 2010 Session attendance, jean Kowal felt that factors such as the growth in membership – due to a large extent to e-cigre – and the fact that the exhibition area was fully booked – the CIGRE Exhibition now being the only one of its kind in France -  were not clear evidence of a high Session attendance.  Considering the present                                                                                      recession, the restructuring of Companies and restrictions in travel expenditure, the Central Office had preferred a low profile approach.

Pierre De Pauw, past Treasurer, recalled that the aim for CIGRE was for the result to be as close to zero as possible.  He pointed to the rise in expenditure, which the Secretary General commented. Membership fees had been frozen for many years; at the same time costs have risen, namely as regards Session expenditure and enhanced services.

The budget, as presented in the reference Document was approved.

The Treasurer suggested that there be no rise on membership fees and registration fees in 2010. This was unanimously supported.

5.3. 
Taxation Issue

Ref. Doc. AC 09-06a.
Jean Kowal recalled the background:  In 2000 the Tax Authorities examined the status and activities of non profit Associations and the rules were changed. In cases such as CIGRE where there are ties with commercial companies, taxation was to apply. This meant that the Association was subjected to VAT and to taxes on income.  Paying taxes in France for CIGRE members at large was not acceptable and it was suggested that a tax expert be called upon for advice.
André Merlin contacted a tax expert who examined the various components and activities of the Association and prepared a report to the Tax Authorities.  Whereas organizing a conference and covering costs appeared clearly as a non profit activity, receiving exhibition revenues was more questionable.  An appeal was placed and  not turned down within a six-month delay. This, according to the French rules implies that CIGRE is confirmed as a non profit Association and as such is no longer to be taxed on commercial revenues as from 1st January 2010. 

As one member was pleased to point out. Tax exemption in  2010 meant no VAT to be paid on membership fees for countries within the European Union.

5.4.
Financial support to National Committees


Ref. Doc. AC 09-06b.

Richard Bevan presented this item.  The relevant document was a light-handed arrangement for financial support to NCs.  The paper outlined the type of activities which could benefit from such support and those which would not. Suggested procedure: case by case assessments. The allocation had been discussed in the Steering Committee and it was felt that two years should be considered rather than one. The total amount would then be €100 000. NC funding should be an on-going process with mechanisms for payment of subsidies.

Jean Kowal pointed out that although subsidizing meetings of Governing Bodies (AC, Steer.Com., TC) had not been considered at first, it now appeared that some NCs would need assistance in hosting such meetings and Jean Kowal suggested this be included in the list of actions eligible for support. This was agreed.  As regarded the process, stringent accounting rules applied in France. NCs should apply for support; applications would be examined by the ad hoc group. Bills and receipts evidencing expenses would have to be supplied.  CIGRE’s contribution should in no case exceed 60% of the total costs.
The above suggestions were supported.

Many comments followed.

· Ken King informed members that 3 SCs had met in South Africa on the occasion of the Regional Meeting. The Central Office had been approached for support. The NC’s efforts to secure sponsorship were successful and payments were less than had been budgeted. Being able to call on support from the central Office was an asset; however, he stressed the importance of NCs pulling their weight in all actions.

· As the Ad Hoc group was not a permanent body, there was need to set in a mechanism for the process.
· Jarmo Elovaara pointed out that the Finnish National Committee was very small and run by himself alone, which meant no time for operations such as updating of databases. No sponsorship could be expected from Companies. Shouldn’t funding also serve in such situations?

· Event reporting should be an obligation justifying the financial contribution.

And questions were raised:

· How often can NCs benefit from funding ? Could activities such as Tutorials be subsidized? How long ahead should NCs apply for support?
· Could NC hosting support apply in the case of WG meetings?
Comment from Chris Jones:  The present paper focuses on “events”. We should be open to support any activity that really supports the objectives of CIGRE.  
It was concluded that there was need for clear rules for application and implementation. There should be a ranking of proposed events so that a choice could be made with full transparency. Actions would be selected on an assessment basis
The Administrative Council decided the following:
· Total funding would be € 100 000 over two years
· Statutory meetings (AC, Steer.Com, TC) qualified for financial support
· The Ad Hoc group (Richard Bevan, Paulo Esmeraldo, Klaus Fröhlich and Chris Jones) would finalise the paper giving rules for application and implementation.
· Examination and choice of actions to be funded should be made by the dedicated Ad Hoc group which would include the Treasurer, for an interim period.
6. PREPARATION OF THE 2010 SESSION

Ref. Doc. AC 09-07
Guest Speaker - The President recalled that at the last Steering Committee meeting it had been suggested to call on a speaker from Asia and Ichiro Tai had been asked to give see if a prominent personality from Japan would agree to deliver the Opening Address.  Mr. Shozuke MORI from Japan  was approached and kindly accepted the invitation.  Mr. MORI has contributed to CIGRE for many years as he was a member of former SC 23.  The suggested title of his address  is: “Initiatives by Power Industry towards Low Carbon Emission Society and the Perspective”. 

Opening Panel  on Smart Grids - will be chaired by Clark Gellings who had not at this stage finalized the title nor sought possible panelists. He would start working on this shortly.  Members commented that care should be taken to avoid lengthy presentations so as to allow time for discussions. Also, it would be good to have among the panelists someone from Distribution grids. This was agreed.

Registrations  -  Jean Kowal reported on this aspect.  The system would be fairly similar to that used in 2008. Some adjustments were introduced to take into account feedback on the 2008 set-up, e.g. . Registrations to only go to NCs (when they have chosen to handle the process) rather than to NC and Central Office, no possibility of substitution as the on-line system does not provide for this…Full information  (letter to NCs, Registration Form, Guide for registrations) would be sent around the end of November to give NCs plenty of time to publicize the event. 
Answering Prabha Kundur’s question:  When NCs handle registrations, can intended participants still register direct with the Central Office? Jean Kowal said that apart from re-directing registrants to the NCs, there was no way to compel them to register one way or the other.

It was regretted that no on-line payment was provided;  this will hopefully be the case in the future.

Comments from Chris Jones:  Full support for the Japanese Guest Speaker; question to colleagues from South East Asia/Australasia: “How would you exploit locally publicity from the CIGRE event and the contribution of a speaker from Japan in terms of Press and media coverage”…The CO promotes the CIGRE event in Europe, but it also needs to be promoted locally in those regions.

EPEE Panel:   “…it has been suggested that perhaps there is merit in having contributions on wider encouragement of development of young engineers into the power sector. We have a volunteer in the UK to talk about the Power Academy which could also be related to work in other countries such as Japan and Australia”.
6a. SESSION PAPERS SELECTION PROCESS 

Jean Kowal presented this point which he felt should be raised at this meeting as the present system does not seem altogether satisfactory.  For the 2010 Session a total of 560 synopses were received; it is considered that 25 is the optimum number of papers for presentation at any one Group Meeting, thus a total of 400.  The National Committee Allotment (NCA) is bound to continue increasing since it follows growing membership.  In the past and now still papers under the NCA have been systematically selected, except if out of scope, i.e. a less stringent selection than for papers under other allotments. Unfortunately, as can be seen from the “Evaluation Sheet” in appendix to Doc. AC 09-07, a number of NCA papers are poorly ranked, hence considered of insufficient quality. The questions put to AC members are: should the NCA be reduced?  Should NCA papers be subjected to the same selection as other papers?
The President said that the question had been touched upon at the Steering Committee meeting and members felt that a small group should reflect on the subject.  Richard Bevan had agreed to head this group.

Comments ensued:

· Selection of NCA papers was under the responsibility of NCs who had a duty to do this well. Yet it appeared this filter was not functioning as efficiently as it should.

· Quality, all agreed, was the priority criterion. Should the NCA be maintained? 

· Members generally agreed the NCA was a good thing, allowing for papers from all parts of the World to be presented.

· Dorin-Traian Cristescu regretted that out of 5 papers put forward by Romania, 3 were turned down.

Comment from Chris Jones:  Pleased to see a paper on the subject. If a group is to look into the implications and suggest recommendations to the SCs, Chris would gladly assist.
Question: what is the process for feedback to the authors?  “this year in the UK we fed back the full scoring assessments for each synopsis submitted and also gave some specific and general feedback to all authors. This seemed to be appreciated and will hopefully encourage authors to try again.”

Concluding the discussion, the President suggested that a small group examine this issue and draw up a report. This suggestion was supported.

An ad hoc group – Richard Bevan, Kjell Isaksson, Prabha Kundur, 

Will Kling and Jorge Nizovoy – will reflect on the present system and will draw up a report suggesting possible changes.

7. CIGRE MEDAL / HONORARY MEMBERSHIP – 2010
The Secretary General reminded members that in accordance with the usual procedure, a letter will be circulated to Admin. Council members at the end of this year. Criteria for selection will be recalled and AC members will be invited to put forward names for these awards.

8. LIFE OF THE ASSOCIATION

Ref. Doc. AC 09-08 

Jean Kowal commented on the membership figures which showed a sharp and regular increase over the years. The President mentioned the record membership figure reached by Brazil for 2009: 1000 members; the Brazilian National Committee certainly deserved to be commended for its efforts in developing CIGRE membership.  José Henrique Fernandes said he felt extremely pleased with the result of the Committee’s long term efforts; the difficulty, he found, was not so much in recruiting new members, but in maintaining them. He has circulated some promotional material used by the Brazilian NC which other NCs might find useful. 

The high rate of  turnover concerned young members – a two-year status.  Europe was showing a significant rise in membership for the first time in years. The Andean Committee was developing rapidly.  Unfortunately, two National Committees no longer meeting statutory requirements: Thailand and Vietnam, contact with the latter having ended several years ago. It was suggested that recognition of this Committee be ended. 
The Secretary General pointed out that the operation of National Committees as regarded collecting fees was uneven and that follow-up was not the best. The Central Office needed regular updates on payments, changes in names and addresses and it was difficult to obtain clear, comprehensive lists. Also bottleneck situations were recurrent, many NCs waiting till the deadline to send in payments and information. 

Many comments ensued:

· Prabha Kundur pointed out that in Canada (and possibly in other countries) the fiscal year end – end of March – resulted in difficulty meeting the CIGRE deadline for payment of membership fees.

· Fernando Soto Martos and Luis Velasco regretted a long response time on the part of the Central Office: too long delays before invoices were received. There were complaints on the part of members who pointed to problems in accounting, which could result in members dropping out. Could this be improved ?

· Jorgen Christensen pointed out that each NC had a specific database; he wondered if a common database should not be developed to be accepted by all.

Jean Kowal agreed that a common database should be aimed at. He acknowledged the fact that response time had been slow as regarded invoices; due to the bottleneck effect, priority was given to recording new members and much time was wasted in the back and forth exchange of messages before clear information was obtained.  Due note was taken of the comment regarding invoices and efforts would be made to remedy the problem. NCs should specify their requirements in this regard.
Awaiting recovery,  it was decided to suspend recognition of the National Committee of Vietnam.

9. COMMUNICATION – ELECTRA 

Ref. Doc. AC 09-09
9.1 ELECTRA

Jean Kowal reported on the contents of ELECTRA:  too few invited papers, but sufficient material from SCs.  Advisory Groups had been expected to produce reports but this had not really been the case. As regarded Progress Reports from SCs, 2 to 3 were planned to appear in each issue so as to cover the whole CIGRE field over a year’s issues.

Views were exchanged which centred around the possible introduction of peer-reviewed scientific papers:
· This move would attract potential authors, especially young academics.

· The journal should be more widely available (libraries).
· At present ELECTRA was an Association Bulletin. How could it become a reference journal?
· Prabha Kundur commented on the high interest of CIGRE Technical Brochures which, as opposed to others, were useful for the industry. However they were not given much credit because they were not peer reviewed. The TC Chairman supported this point adding that the strength of collective knowledge was expressed through the TBs. The President added that the specific character of CIGRE papers was that they were application oriented.
· Also, introducing scientific papers would imply setting up an Editorial Committee, finding reviewers…  If review of scientific papers was performed satisfactorily a Peer Review electronic journal – in addition to ELECTRA -  should be considered.
· Could ELECTRA be received electronically ? Yes, with the right database system.
Comments from Giuglio Santagostino:  “The enhancement of the scientific profile of ELECTRA should be tackled carefully. ELECTRA is authoritative because it presents the state of the art based on a technical-scientific consensus. CIGRE presents a very good blend between Industry and Academy. This balance is a value for the members”.

The TC Chairman said that what was requested was precisely the direction taken. Concluding this discussion the President said that the above suggestions were supported but time was needed for implementation. He appealed to NCs to produce papers for publication in ELECTRA. The availability of the journal should be further investigated.
9.2.  Websites

Jean Kowal reported on this item. e-cigre was very successful, proved relatively easy to use. The SC websites were a concern: contents and updating was uneven from one SC to the next. There was need for guidance and strict rules as regarded what material should be on the web. Regular updating meant someone committed to the task in each SC, which was not easy. 
The need to update the image of CIGRE, through some form of branding would be addressed in connection with the presentation of the Association.
Comments followed:  

· Could it be clearly indicated that not all papers are on the web at present, but will be so gradually.
· Could full contact details  be given in the web part open to all? The Secretary General said this was not allowed. This information could only be in the restricted part.
· With reference to IEEE Clark Gellings said that all 5-year publications were on the web. Could this be done in CIGRE?  No, the rule in CIGRE was that all WG papers which were considered as working documents were not made available to all.

Comment from Chris Jones:  Need for professional assistance to upgrade the website to ensure it is state of the art (conclusion of the discussion at the Steer.Com. in Sevilla)

Wolfgang Deggen suggested that some “restricted area” information should appear in the open part, such as the SC Progress Reports,  the WG terms of reference… He also suggested that navigation should be facilitated.

The President supported the latter comments which should be taken into account. 
9.3.
CIGRE Presentation

Clark Gellings, Convener of the group entrusted with the task of rethinking presentation of CIGRE, reported on the group’s work. Three types of supports were planned, for all of which the underlying idea would be a “branding” of CIGRE supplying a consistent  image:

· A new 4-page flyer had been drafted and had been circulated to Steer.Com. members for comments;
· 2 sets of PPT slides, one for general presentation, the other was a selection of wide-ranging slides, from which the presenter would choose according to the audience;
· Some thought was given to developing a DVD, which will be a more expensive undertaking and much thought must go into thinking out the contents and putting together a “script”.  
The President thanked Clark Gellings and the group for their work.  The need for action in this area was fully acknowledged.

10. HISTORY OF CIGRE
      Ref. Doc. AC 09-10
The Secretary General reported on the work in progress. The draft text of Volume 1 had been written out; it was about 200 pages long and only the French version was written. The time target was the 2010 Session.  The time before completion would depend on the comments and changes to be brought.  The second volume would be a compilation of the National Committees’ contributions. Many NCs needed time to work on this so a six-month extension was granted. The contributions would have to be sent in by the end of February 2010.

Some NCs pointed out that it would be difficult to find information dating back to the early days of their Committee.  Unfortunately, archives at the Central Office were not organized under individual National Committees, so retrieving the information, if any would be a significant time demanding undertaking.
11. CIGRE MEETINGS – 2009-2011

       Ref.Doc. AC 09-11
 Jean Kowal commented on the recently held Symposium in Calgary (Canada). It was a very successful event. However, as Prabha Kundur pointed out, holding this event back-to-back with the major PES event was not a good idea. 

The Guilin Symposium was very close and looked promising.

In 2011 the 1st Symposium would be in Recife (Brazil) at the beginning of April, headed by SC C4 with C1 and C2.  The second Symposium would be held mid-September in Bologna (Italy). The subject was about the Network of the Future. The TC would be fully involved.

Jean Kowal said that he had been approached by the organizer of  JICABLE: a regular event held in Versailles every four years. CIGRE’s support had been requested.  There was no objection to this but the Secretary General stressed the point that in such cases CIGRE should benefit from some visibility, such as participation on the Organisation Technical Committee.
Comment from Giuglio Santagostino:  “…participation to JICABLE is beneficial for CIGRE. Of course this depends on the conditions  in which it may occur.”
Admin. Council members commented on 2009 and forthcoming events in their country:  Nordic Countries conference in Bergen in July 2009, meeting in South Africa for 3 SCs, Romania Conference in November 2009, Arab Countries conference in Jordan in 2010.

Jorgen Christensen informed members that the Nordic countries were at present under reorganization.

Kresimir Bakic reported that in May this year, a first meeting for countries of South Eastern Europe had been held and was attended by representatives from 11 NCs. A new meeting would be held next year to clarify the status of the South Eastern region and discuss new projects now emerging.

Jean Kowal regretted that Turkey was not active in CIGRE ; so there was need for action. If any Admin. Council member had any contact in Turkey, he would welcome having some names of people who could be approached. The president added that this would be all the more timely as Turkey was to be interconnected with Europe.

The Secretary General said that creation of a region with the former USSR countries had been hinted at by the Chairman of the Russian National Committee.

Joao Batista G.F. Da Silva presented the action of RIAC over the last few years: CIGRE members in 15 countries, 25 events in the region over the last 2 and a half years. Membership had more than doubled in the space of 6 years, increasing from 1000 to 2220. The next ambition was creation of a multi-national committee for Central America and the Caribbean on which future efforts would focus.
On behalf of Administrative Council members André Merlin expressed congratulations and thanks to Joao and the member countries of RIAC for the tremendous work accomplished and remarkable results.
12. RELATIONS WITH OTHER ORGANISATIONS

Ref. Doc. AC 09-12

IEC  -   Last joint event (Symposium in India in January 2009) was successful. Close ties maintained. CIGRE would delegate an observer to the IEC Strategic Group on “Smart Grids”.

Kresimir Bakic pointed out that CIGRE had always contributed to the work of IEC Committees; this should be recalled and deserved mention in the book on CIGRE’s History.

IEEE-PES  -  Last joint Symposium was successful. For the future, it was felt that a lighter structure event -  e.g. Colloquium might be more appropriate.

ISH – 2013 -  Ja-Yoon Koo informed members that the 18th International Symposium on High Voltage Engineering was scheduled 25th-30th August 2013, in Seoul – Korea, and asked for CIGRE’s support. This was agreed.

13. MISCELLANEOUS 

Clark Gellings informed AC members that in order to respond to growing mistrust on the part of tax authorities in the US towards non-profit Organizations such as the USNC, an “Ethics and Compliance” policy is to be approved. He wondered if other NCs were confronted with a similar situation.  To face this, a draft text has been drawn up which Clark felt could be useful to other NCs.  Members agreed this could be helpful and the text would be circulated to AC members shortly.
