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ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL

Minutes of the 122nd meeting held on 24th August 2010

in Paris – France

The President opened the meeting at 9.15 a.m. welcoming everyone present. He noted that a number of members were new to the Council:  Luis Imaz Monforte (Spain), Ole Gjerde (Norway), Nilkuha Krairit (Thailand), Sture Larsson (Sweden), Mohamed Rashwan (Canada) . New members in turn said a few words to introduce themselves to the group, giving their background and present position.
Clark Gellings introduced  Mike Heyek, new Chairman of the US National Committee who was invited to this meeting as observer.

1. ELECTION OF THE PRESIDENT
Michel Chamia, past President, kindly agreed to chair this election. He recalled that  André Merlin was candidate for another two-year term; the call for candidacies had been circulated according to the rules, and no other candidacy had emerged. Vote, he suggested would be by show of hands. Unanimous support was expressed for André Merlin to continue as President  for a second term. 

André Merlin thanked the Council for this support and commented on the situation of the Association. The financial situation was healthy.  Improving the image of CIGRE was a current challenge on which Clark Gellings had initiated an action and which François Meslier would follow up and see through. Other issues required attention and were being examined such as quality of Session papers which was the basis for CIGRE’s success and guarantee for the future; new rules would be applied for the 2012 Session. The role of National Committees was particularly important, namely with regard to the choice of Study Committee members.  CIGRE was aware of the need to attract young people and actions were taken in this regard. André Merlin was very pleased to continue in his functions and thanked members once again for the show of confidence.
2. ELECTION OF THE TREASURER

André Merlin pointed out that there was no election as such as the term of the Treasurer was 4 years and Paulo Esmeraldo had been appointed in 2008. The President however had to ensure that the Treasurer was willing to continue, and that the Council supported this continuation.  Both were confirmed.  

Paulo Esmeraldo thanked members for their support. He felt quite comfortable with the way the accounts were being handled by the Central Office staff – namely Marie-Christine Gracia – and would be pleased to continue in his functions.

3. ELECTION OF THE TECHNICAL COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

The President recalled that according to the Statutes,  the term of office for the TC Chair was 4 years with a possible  two-year extension.  The Steering Committee recommended Klaus Fröhlich’s extension and the latter was willing to continue, if supported.

The proposal was unanimously supported.

Klaus Fröhlich said he would be happy to continue. He felt the Technical Committee’s work had been quite fruitful over the last four years and much work still had to be completed.

4. ELECTION OF THREE STEERING COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Ref. Doc.  AC 10-04 & AC 10-04a
Jean Kowal briefly recalled the rules for Steering Committee membership which was based mainly on the  number of members for each candidate NC, and an equitable distribution of seats between the geographical zones. In addition, 3 seats were the result of direct election, regardless of any criterion. He briefly mentioned the voting procedure as specified in the reference document.  There were ten candidates for the three seats.  Two of the candidates – Jorgen Christensen and Alex Levinzon – were also candidates for a seat on the TC, but would step down if elected on the Steering committee.The vote was proceeded with.
There were 47 voters, with different voting weights as provided for in the rules.  The three National Committees with the highest number of votes were:  Argentina, Australia and South Africa.

Jorge Nizovoy said that he was very pleased with this appointment. He had been involved with CIGRE for over 10 years and was member of the Steering Committee for the last two years.

Richard Bevan thanked Admin. Council members for their confidence.  He was looking forward  to continuing on the Steering Committee.

Rob Stephen thanked members for their support. He had been involved with CIGRE for the last 22 years, on the Technical Committee side.
André Merlin thanked Pierre De Pauw for his contribution on the Steering Committee over many years.

Pierre De Pauw said that he had enjoyed his work as Treasurer and his participation on the Steering Committee.  He wished much success to the newly appointed Committee.

5. ELECTION OF 2 ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVES ON THE TECHNICAL COMMITTEE

The President said that the vote would be proceeded to as for the Steering Committee. Jean Kowal recalled that the mandate was for two years and that the candidates should not be from an NC counting a Study Committee Chairman, nor from an NC represented on the Steer.Com.  Competencies of the candidates would be an important factor.  There were 4 candidates:  Luis Velasco from the Andean Committee, Jorgen Christensen from Denmark, Alex Levinzon from Israel, Ray Brown from New Zealand.
Each candidate introduced himself giving his background professional experience, present position and role in CIGRE. 

The vote was proceeded with and the two candidates with the highest number of votes were: Ray Brown and Jorgen Christensen.
Both nominees expressed in turn their satisfaction at this appointment and thanked members of the Admin. Council for their confidence.

Kresimir Bakic and Jarmo Elovaara,  outgoing AC representatives on the TC, said that contributing to the  TC in this capacity had been a very good experience.

6. DELEGATION OF FINANCIAL POWERS

The President recalled the Article of the Statutes relevant to this item, which he read out as follows: 

“The Administrative Council may delegate to the President, with the right to sub-delegate to the Secretary General, the necessary powers to ensure the operation of the Central Office.

These powers include all banking and post office transactions as well as signing of all contracts within the scope of the Secretary General’s mission, as formulated under Article 13 of the Statutes.”

The Administrative Council formally approved this delegation.

7. DATE AND VENUE FOR THE NEXT MEETING

The President recalled that Prof. Ja-Yoon Koo from South Korea had kindly offered to host the 2011 meeting in Seoul, around mid-June. A message had been circulated to inform members of the proposed date. Mr. Koo briefly outlined the event. The dates would be 13th to 17th  June 2011.  Administrative Council  members were pleased to accept this invitation.
André Merlin thanked Ja-Yoon Koo and wished to take the opportunity of this meeting to mention the recent election of Mr. Koo at the head of the Electricity Regulation Authority in his country.

All items having been discussed the President thanked members for their participation at this meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 12.00 midday. 
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
